Now ask yourself: who gave you the right to decide over my
life? When did you sign this social contract? At what point
did you consciously consent to having half the fruits of
your labor confiscated to fund wars, government palaces,
and projects you vehemently oppose?

The answer 1is: you never consented. Nobody asked. They
simply said ‘'this is how it works,' and you, like all of
us, accepted it because you were born into this structure.
But acceptance doesn't mean agreement. And today, for the
first +time in history, we have the technological and
intellectual capacity to build something different.



The Hidden Cost of Obedience

Blind obedience to unjust systems comes at a price. And
that price is paid daily by millions of people worldwide.

It's paid by the entrepreneur with a brilliant idea who
gives up because the cost and bureaucracy of legalizing
their business are prohibitive. It's paid by the mother who
would rather homeschool her children but is forced to send
them to factory-like schools where they learn to obey, not
to think. It's paid by the worker who watches half their
salary be devoured by taxes to fund projects they don't
even know exist.

Even worse: it's paid in human lives. In wars waged by
politicians who will never set foot on a battlefield. In
overcrowded prisons filled with people who committed
'victimless crimes' — selling products without a license,
consuming substances the state has banned, or simply
questioning authority.

Technology as a Catalyst for Freedom

But there's hope. And that hope comes packaged in
cryptographic codes, peer-to-peer networks, and
decentralized systems that no government can fully control.

In 2008, an individual or group under the pseudonym Satoshi
Nakamoto launched Bitcoin — the first truly decentralized
currency in history. It wasn't just a new form of money. It
was a declaration of financial independence. For the first
time, ordinary people could transact value without
intermediaries, without banks, without governments.

But Bitcoin was just the beginning. The blockchain
technology that powers it has proven revolutionary far
beyond finance.

In Brazil, for example (I'll use
this country frequently as an example because of its
characteristics and its incredible people who just need to
wake up), starting a business can take months and cost
thousands of reais just in fees and red tape. For every new
employee, employers pay nearly double the salary in payroll
taxes. To import products, you face a Kafkaesque marathon
of documents, stamps, fees, and waiting.

The result? Fewer jobs. Less innovation. Fewer available
products. More poverty.

And who suffers most? The poor. Because while the wealthy
can hire 1lawyers and accountants to navigate the
bureaucratic maze, ordinary people get trapped in
informality-or give up on their dreams entirely.

This isn't protection. It's systemic exclusion.

The Great Fraud: You Don't Need Permission to Be
Free

Here's the truth they don't want you to know: all these
licenses, registrations, and permits are artificial.
They're creations of a system that profits from your
dependence.

Think about how many transactions you make daily that don't
involve the government: buying bread at the bakery, talking
with a friend, helping a neighbor, trading stickers with
collectors. These exchanges work perfectly without
bureaucracy because they're based on mutual consent.

Now imagine expanding this principle across society.
Picture a world where:

e You can start a business instantly, without asking
anyone's permission.

e Contracts are automatically executed by code, without
intermediaries.

e You choose which services you want to pay for and
which you don’t, without compulsory taxes.
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e Justice is restorative, focused on repairing actual
harm, not punishing victimless 'crimes.'

e Education 1is personalized, decentralized, and
accessible to all.

Sound utopian? It’s quite the opposite. It’s pragmatic.
Because systems based on voluntary freedom are infinitely
more efficient than coercive bureaucracies.

In politics: Question every new law. Always ask: 'Does this
rule protect individual rights or just create more
dependency?’

Help
neighbors without waiting for government programs.

Modern technology gives us tools our ancestors never had.
Blockchain enables peer-to-peer transactions. Smart
contracts eliminate the need for central authorities.

The permission mirror only holds power as 1long as we
believe we need it. When millions simply stop asking
permission to live their 1lives peacefully, the obsolete
system crumbles.

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CHAPTER 3 — THE OBEDIENCE MACHINE

&

“"They say the law is justice. But what is law when 1t
absolves aggression and condemns self-defense? A uniform, a
seal, a stamp, and violence takes on the fragrance of
virtue."

"When theft becomes a way of Llife for a group of men Living
together in society, they gradually create for themselves a
Legal system that authorizes it and a moral code that
glorifies it."

The above quote perfectly captures what we call the
Obedience Machine - the state apparatus that turns
institutionalized violence into virtue, coercion into civic
duty, and systemic theft into 'public good.’

The Alchemy of Legitimacy

The most ingenious trick the State ever pulled was
convincing people its violence differs from common
violence. When an individual steals your money, it's crime.
When the State does it, it's called 'taxation.' When
someone detains you against your will, it's kidnapping.
When the State does it, it's called 'pretrial detention.’
When you're forced to work against your will, it's slavery.
When the State does it, it's called 'mandatory military
service.'

How does this work? Through a simple mechanism: the uniform
and the stamp.

A piece of paper with an official seal turns aggression
into law. A uniform transforms an ordinary individual into
unquestionable authority. And decades of indoctrination in
state-run schools ensure no one questions this alchemy.
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The Coercion Cycle
Let’s break down, step by step, how the Machine operates:

1. Creating Dependency: First, the State establishes or
monopolizes essential services—education, healthcare,
security, justice.

2. Compulsory Funding: Then, it imposes taxes "to maintain
these services,"” but on a non-voluntary basis.

3. Chronic Inefficiency: With no competition and guaranteed
funding, services become expensive, inefficient, and low-
quality.

4. Problem Expansion: Inefficiency is used as justification
for more intervention, more taxes, more control.

5. Criminalizing Alternatives: Any attempt to create
private alternatives is regulated to death or outright
banned.

6. Normalization: After generations, people forget there
are other ways to organize society. They accept dependency
as natural.

And the cycle perpetuates itself.

The Hidden Violence

Most people don't recognize violence because it's
outsourced and ritualized.

When you don't pay taxes, it's not the president or a
congressman who shows up at your door with a gun. It's a
bailiff. If you resist, it's not a politician who arrests
you. It's police officers "just following orders."™ And if
you question the system's very legitimacy, you're labeled
an extremist, conspiracy theorist, or criminal.

But strip away the 1layers of euphemism, and what do you
have? Pure coercion. Do what we say or face consequences.
Pay what we demand or lose your freedom and property. Obey
our laws or be punished-even if your actions harmed no one.

This isn't justice. It's institutionalized extortion.
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The Non-Aggression Principle

Against this systemic violence, Modern Libertarianism
proposes a simple, universally understandable axiom: the
Non-Aggression Principle (NAP).

The NAP states: No individual or group has the right to
initiate physical force, threats, or fraud against another
person or their rightful property. Violence is only
justifiable in self-defense.

This means:
e You can't steal, even if you call it a "tax."

e You cannot assault someone, even if you call it "law
enforcement.”

e You cannot kidnap someone, even if you call it
"preventive detention.”

e You cannot enslave someone, even if you call it
"mandatory service."

Unless — and here's the only exception — you're defending
yourself against someone who initiated aggression against
you.

This principle is revolutionary because it removes all
moral justification for the Obedience Machine. If the
initiation of force is always illegitimate, then the State,
as we know it, is inherently illegitimate — because it is
entirely based on threats and the use of force against
peaceful people.

But What About Order?

The inevitable question: "Without the Obedience Machine,
wouldn't we have chaos?"

The answer: No. We would have voluntary order.

Order does not require coercion. Most human interactions
are already voluntary and orderly: you don't need a cop
forcing you to be polite to the supermarket cashier. You
don't need a law compelling you to keep promises to
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friends. You don't need taxes making you help neighbors in
need.

Societies can organize through:

Voluntary contracts: Agreements between parties that
establish clear consequences for breaches.

Reputation and ostracism: In decentralized communities
(especially digital ones), abusive behavior results in
natural exclusion.

Private arbitration: Conflict resolution agencies competing
for client trust.

Restorative justice: Focused on repairing harm, not
punishing for punishment's sake.

Private and community security: Protection services
voluntarily funded by those who value them.

Mutual insurance: Support networks where members
voluntarily contribute to cover risks.

All these solutions already exist and work—often despite
the state, not because of it.

Dismantling the Machine

The transition doesn't happen overnight. But it begins when
we recognize violence for what it 1is, without legal
disguises.

First phase — Awareness: Educating people about the NAP and
the coercive nature of the state.

Phase Two — Building Alternatives: Create parallel systems
— decentralized economies, free education, restorative
justice, community-based security.

Phase Three — Peaceful Disobedience: Simply stop feeding
the Machine. Use cryptocurrencies. Homeschool. Resolve
conflicts through arbitration. Form cooperatives.

Phase Four - Obsolescence: When voluntary alternatives
prove superior, the Machine becomes irrelevant.
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People stop obeying not out of rebellion, but indifference
— because they have better options.

Blockchain technology, in particular, is devastating to the
Obedience Machine because it enables global-scale
coordination and cooperation without central authorities.
Code is law — not in an authoritarian sense, but in that
rules are enforced automatically, transparently, with no
exceptions for "the king's friends."

This is the way. Not through revolutionary violence that
merely swaps old tyrants for new ones. But through the
patient construction of alternatives that render tyranny
obsolete. The Obedience Machine only functions while we
obey. When we stop feeding it, it starves to death.

CHAPTER 4 — THE RULING CROWD

&

"They call it democracy when the majority's shout drowns
out the individual's silence. Two wolves and a sheep
deciding on dinner. Freedom isn't a ballot — it's a right
that predates voting."

"Democracy 1is two wolves and a sheep voting on what's for
dinner. Freedom is the armed sheep contesting the vote."

The above quote, often attributed to Benjamin Franklin,
perfectly captures the great fallacy of modern democracy:
the idea that rights can be decided by majority.
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The Perfumed Tyranny

We live under what might be called democratic tyranny—the
most insidious form of oppression because it comes wrapped
in the illusion of legitimacy.

"You chose this! You voted for it! It's the will of the
people!"—-so cry the system's apologists. But this is a
carefully constructed 1lie.

Let's dismantle this lie, piece by piece.

The Mathematics of Illusion

First, let's look at the numbers. In most "representative"
democracies, a candidate can win an election with:

e 30-40% of the votes (in multiparty systems).

e Representing 20-25% of the adult population
(accounting for abstentions).

e Representing 15-20% of the total population
(including children and ineligible voters).

e So when a politician says "the people elected me,"
they're referring to a minority who consented to be
governed by them. And the other 80-85%? Tough luck,
apparently.

But it gets worse. This politician now has the power to:
e Create laws that affect 100% of the population.
e Spend tax money collected from 100% of workers.
e Declare wars that put 100% of citizens at risk.

e Regulate industries, ban products, restrict freedoms.

Where's the consent here? There isn't any.
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The Myth of the Social Contract

"But you live in society, so you've tacitly agreed to the
rules!" — argue defenders of the status quo.

This argument, known as the "social contract,” is laughable
when examined closely.

Think of any contract you've ever signed - lease,
employment, loan. They all have basic features:

e Explicit consent: You knowingly read and sign.

e Clear terms: You know exactly what you're agreeing
to.

e Right to refuse: You can say no without losing
everything.

e Right to terminate: You can exit the agreement.

Now compare this to the so-called "social contract”:
e Consent? You were never asked.
e (Clear terms? The "rules" constantly change.
e Refusal? Try not paying taxes and see what happens.

e Termination? Renouncing citizenship is Kafkaesque,
and you still owe back taxes.

This isn't a contract. It's extortion.

Democracy vs. Freedom

Here’s an uncomfortable truth: democracy and freedom are
often opposites, not synonyms.

Democracy means ‘rule by the majority.' Freedom means
certain individual rights are inviolable, regardless of
what the majority thinks.

Historically, democracies have voted to:
e Enslave minorities.
e Ban interracial marriages.
e Deny women's rights.
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e Confiscate property from specific groups.
e Censor unpopular speech.

e Declare genocidal wars.

And all of this was "legitimate" because "the people
voted." But votes don't create morality.

If 51% vote to rob the other 49%, it's still theft. If 99%
vote to enslave 1%, it's still slavery. Numbers don't
change the ethical nature of actions.

The Libertarian Alternative

Modern Libertarianism proposes something radically
different: governance based on individual consent, not
coercive majorities.

This means:

Individual sovereignty: You are the absolute owner of
yourself and the consequences of your peaceful actions.

Self-determination: You choose which communities and rules
to adhere to.

Unrestricted secession: If you disagree, you can leave
without punishment.

Voluntary contracts: All interactions are based on mutual
agreements, not impositions. Does it seem impossible? In
reality, this already works in countless areas of life:

You choose which supermarket to shop at. Which phone to
buy. Which religion to follow (or none). Who to marry. What
books to read. No one votes to decide these things for you.

Now imagine expanding this principle to all areas:
Security: You hire the protection services of your choice.
Justice: You choose arbitration systems you trust.
Education: You decide how to educate your children.

Infrastructure: You voluntarily contribute to projects you
value.
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Regulation: Industries self-regulate through private
certifiers competing for reputation.

Intentional Communities and Voluntary Governance

The 1libertarian model doesn't mean isolation. It means
voluntary association.

Imagine 'governance' operating like clubs or cooperatives:

e You research and choose a community whose rules you
agree with.

¢ You voluntarily join, paying transparent fees for the
services provided.

e If you disagree with collective decisions, you're
free to leave and join another community.

e Communities compete to attract members by offering
better services at lower costs. This isn't utopia.
It's how markets function in all areas where the
state doesn't intervene.

And with modern technologies, this scales globally:

DAOs (Decentralized Autonomous Organizations) enable
transparent governance where each member votes
proportionally to their contribution.

Smart contracts ensure rules are enforced automatically,
without favoritism.

Blockchain records all transactions publicly, eliminating
corruption.

Cryptocurrencies allow voluntary funding of community
projects.

The Gradual Transition

Obviously, we can't wake up tomorrow in a post-democratic
world. The transition will be gradual and practical:

Phase 1 - Liberalization: Drastically reduce state power
within the existing democratic system.
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Phase 2 — Decentralization: Transfer power to local levels
where secession is more viable.

Phase 3 - Experimentation: Allow special zones with
alternative governance models.

Phase 4 - Competition: Let different systems compete
freely, allowing people to choose their path by moving
where they feel most comfortable and well-served.

Phase 5 - Democratic obsolescence: When voluntary
alternatives prove superior, coercive democracies become
irrelevant.

This is the way. Not destroying democracy with violence.
Making it obsolete with better alternatives. And for the
first time in history, we have the technological tools to
make it happen.

The crowd should not rule over the individual. Each should
rule over themselves. And that is true freedom.

CHAPTER 5 — PAPER GOLD

"Currencies that wither without wind. Values that evaporate
without flame. They created wealth from nothing and charged
for it in everything. Freedom begins when money ceases to
be decree."”

Monetary control is, without a shadow of a doubt, the most
powerful tool of domination that states have ever
developed. And most people don't even realize they're being
robbed daily through it.
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The Great Monetary Fraud

Let's start with an inconvenient truth: modern state-issued
money has no intrinsic value.

It's not backed by gold, silver, or any real commodity.
It's colored paper (or digital bits in bank accounts) whose
"value" 1is sustained solely by government decree and
collective faith.

Economists call this "fiat currency” - from the Latin
fides, meaning trust. But "faith" would be a more honest
description. You believe it has value because everyone else
does. Until they stop.

How It Began

It wasn't always this way. For millennia, societies used
commodities as money — shells, salt, livestock, precious
metals. These had value because they were scarce, durable,
divisible, and widely accepted.

Gold, in particular, naturally emerged as superior money
because it possessed these characteristics to the highest
degree. Governments didn't "invent" gold money. It arose
organically from the choices of millions of people engaging
in voluntary exchange.

But governments saw an opportunity. If they controlled coin
minting, they could gradually mix in less valuable metals,
keeping the difference — a primitive form of inflation.

The final blow came in the 20th century with the creation
of central banks and the complete abandonment of the gold
standard. The promise was "stability." The reality was the
greatest wealth transfer in history - from workers to
governments and banks.

Inflation as an Invisible Tax

Inflation is not a natural phenomenon like earthquakes or
hurricanes. Inflation is a deliberate policy.

When governments spend more than they collect (and they all
do), they have three options:

e 1. Raise taxes explicitly (politically unpopular).
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e 2. Borrow money (creates unsustainable debt).

e 3. Print money (inflation — the silent tax).

The third option is always chosen because most people don't
understand the mechanism.

Here's how it works:

e The government "creates" new money (digitally,
nowadays).

e This money first enters the economy through banks and
government contracts.

e These early recipients can spend at old prices,
before costs rise.

e As money circulates, prices rise.

e By the time it reaches the average worker, purchasing
power has already diminished.

Result: You work all year, spend nothing frivolously, yet
by year’s end your money buys less. You’ve been robbed-not
by bandits, but by government money printers.

And this happens every day, in every country with fiat
currency.

The Devastating Consequences
Chronic inflation destroys societies in multiple ways:

Punishes savers: Holding cash becomes a losing strategy, so
people stop saving.

Rewards debtors: Governments and the wealthy who borrow
repay with devalued currency.

Destroys long-term planning: Retirement, children’s
education, and investments become impossible to plan when
money’s value is unpredictable.
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Creates speculative bubbles: People flee cash for assets—
real estate, stocks, even tulips—creating bubbles that
eventually burst.

Widening inequality: The wealthy have access to assets that
hedge against inflation. The poor do not.

Causes periodic crises: The cycle of print-spend-collapse
repeats every generation.

Look around. Recurring financial crises. Rising inequality.
Workers unable to afford basic housing despite holding
jobs. It's no coincidence. It's the direct result of
monetary manipulation.

The Alternative: Decentralized Currencies

Then in 2008, amid the worst financial crisis since 1929, a
nine-page paper changed the game.

Satoshi Nakamoto proposed Bitcoin — digital money without
centralized control.

The revolutionary features:

Fixed supply: Only 21 million bitcoins will ever exist,
hardcoded into the protocol.

Decentralized: No government, bank, or corporation controls
it.

Censorship-resistant: No one can block your transactions.
Transparent: The entire history is public and auditable.
Borderless: Operates globally without intermediaries.
Programmable: Enables complex financial automation.

Most importantly: No one can print more bitcoins. Arbitrary
inflation is mathematically impossible.

This isn't just a technical innovation. It's a monetary
revolution comparable to the invention of money itself.
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Beyond Bitcoin: The Third Generation

But Bitcoin was just the beginning. Third-generation
blockchains introduced capabilities that make it possible
to rebuild the entire financial system without
intermediaries.

Today we have:

Smart contracts: Self-executing agreements enabling loans,
insurance, and investments without banks.

Decentralized finance (DeFi): The entire banking system
replicated in open-source code, accessible to anyone with
internet.

Stablecoins / RWA: Cryptocurrencies backed by real-world
assets, combining stability with decentralization.

Sovereign digital identity: You control your own data,
without relying on governments.

Transparent governance (DAOs): Code-managed organizations
where all decisions are auditable.

Speed and scale: Instant transactions at minimal costs.

Together, these technologies enable something
unprecedented: a financial system entirely outside state
control.

The Future of Money

The transition has already begun. Millions worldwide
already use cryptocurrencies to:

e Protect savings from government-induced inflation.

e Send international remittances without exorbitant
fees.

e Conduct business without banking intermediaries.
e Escaping authoritarian capital controls.

e Funding projects through decentralized crowdfunding.

And this is just the beginning. As the technology matures
and adoption grows, we'll see:
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e Salaries paid in stable cryptocurrencies.

e Taxes becoming optional because governments can't
easily confiscate cryptocurrencies.

e A truly integrated global economy, without artificial
borders.

e Governments being unable to fund wars through
inflation.

e The return of long-term savings and family/community
planning.

This is the end of the state's monopoly on money. And
without this monopoly, the State as we know it cannot
exist.

Paper gold is being replaced by incorruptible mathematical
code. And this is one of the greatest 1libertarian
achievements in history.

CHAPTER 6 — THE INVOLUNTARY CONTRIBUTION

"They call it a duty. Then they call it a contribution. In
the end, the threat remains. Taxes are the ransom ticket
charged by the same hand that kidnaps your time."

"Taxes are theft." — Three words that spark outrage, yet
deserve honest examination.

The Perfect Euphemism

Language is powerful. And states are masters at using
language to disguise violence.
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They don’t call it "income confiscation." They call it a
"contribution." They don’t call it "extortion under threat
of imprisonment."

They call it "fiscal responsibility." They don’t call it
"systematic theft." They call it a "tax."

But pretty words don’t change the nature of the act.
Consider the definition of theft: Taking by force something
that belongs to someone else, without their consent.

Now consider the definition of a tax: A compulsory charge,
under threat of punishment, on a percentage of someone’s
income or property.

Where’s the substantial difference?

"Ah, but you consented to living in this country!" they
reply. But as we saw in the previous chapter, that's false.
You never signed anything. You were born here. And
renouncing is practically impossible.

"But taxes fund services you use!" they continue. Then why
must it be compulsory? If I value a service, I'll pay
voluntarily. If I don't, why should I be forced?

Imagine if restaurants operated this way: they force you to
pay for a meal you didn't order, and if you complain, they
jail you. Would that be acceptable? Of course not. So why
do we accept it with "public services"?

The Mathematics of Servitude

Let's calculate how much an average Brazilian worker
actually pays in taxes (Again we'll use Brazil as an
example—how do people manage to live there?):

Direct taxes:
e Income tax: 15-27.5%.
e INSS (compulsory contribution): 11-14%.

Indirect taxes:

e ICMS, IPI, PIS, COFINS, ISS embedded in every
product: ~40-50% of final price.
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Approximate total: Between 60-70% of real income is drained
by direct and indirect taxes.

This means you work 7-8 months a year for the government.
January through 3July/August: working for free. Only after
that do you start working for yourself.

But it gets worse. Out of all that confiscated money, how
much comes back as quality services?

Public healthcare: run-down hospitals, endless waiting
lines.

Public education: crumbling schools, underpaid teachers.
Public safety: rising violence, overburdened police.
Justice system: lawsuits that take decades.

Infrastructure: pothole-ridden roads, chaotic public
transport.

And where did the rest of the money go? Exorbitant salaries
for politicians and bureaucrats. Million-dollar pensions.

Overpriced contracts. Pure and simple corruption.

You're being robbed twice: first, through forced charges.
Second, through mismanagement of resources.

The Myth of 'Essential Services'

"But without taxes, who would pay for roads, hospitals,
schools?" they ask.

This question reveals deep conditioning: an inability to
imagine solutions outside the State.

Let's look at reality:

Roads: Could be funded through voluntary tolls where users
pay. Superior private models already exist.

Hospitals: Could be funded through mutual insurance and
charity. Before public systems, fraternal societies and
religious institutions provided healthcare.

Schools: Could be funded through affordable tuition,
philanthropic scholarships, and free online education.
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Security: Could be funded through insurance and private/
community protection services.

"But the poor wouldn't have access!" they counter.

False. The poor already lack quality access to current
public services. And without a 60~70% tax burden, they
would have far more disposable income to pay for
competitive private services.

Moreover, voluntary charity has always existed and is far
more efficient than government programs. People help when
they see real need. Compulsory taxes kill the instinct for
solidarity because "the government is already handling it."

Voluntary Taxation: Is It Possible?

Here’s a radical idea: what if taxes were voluntary? "No
one would pay!" — that’s the automatic response.

But would they? Think honestly:

¢ Would you voluntarily contribute to fund
firefighters? Probably yes.

e What about an efficient police force? Very likely.
e Roads you actually use? Yes.

¢ Education for underprivileged children? Many people
would contribute.

Now: would you contribute to exorbitant salaries for
lawmakers? Wars in distant countries? Government palaces?
Subsidies for wealthy corporations? Million-dollar pensions
for bureaucrats?

Of course not. And that's precisely why taxes can't be
voluntary in the current system — because the money funds
things nobody would support if given a choice.

But in a libertarian society, funding would be transparent
and targeted:

e Digital platforms showing exactly where every penny
goes.
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e You choose which projects to support.

e Organizations compete for your trust through
efficiency and transparency.

e Blockchain technology ensures fraud is impossible.

This isn't utopia. It's how every free market operates.

The Transition

Obviously, we can't abolish taxes overnight while
everything still depends on them.

The transition would be gradual:
Phase 1: Reduce taxes on workers and small businesses.

Phase 2: Allow voluntary contributions for specific
services.

Phase 3: Privatize non-essential services, directly funded
by users.

Phase 4: Introduce opting-out — you choose not to pay and
not to use state services.

Phase 5: Complete abolition of compulsory taxation.

Each phase may take years or decades. But the direction is
clear: from systematic theft to voluntary contribution.

Technologies 1like cryptocurrency already make taxes
partially optional - governments face extreme difficulty
confiscating Bitcoin. The future doesn’t belong to tax
collectors.

"Involuntary contribution" is living on borrowed time. Real
financial freedom is within reach.

"The classroom can be a temple of thought or a factory of
conformity. Twelve years teaching how to answer. A few
minutes teaching how to ask. Question: who benefits from
your 1ignorance?"

"Education is the most powerful weapon which you can use to
change the world." — Nelson Mandela

But the real question is: education for what? And defined
by whom?

The Obedience Factory

The modern education system wasn't designed to create
critical thinkers. It was designed to create obedient
workers and compliant citizens.

Don't believe me? Look at the structure:

e Children sitting in rows, quiet, 1listening to
authority figures.

e Standardized curricula decided by distant
bureaucrats.

e Rigid schedules controlled by bells.

e Punishment for excessive questioning.

e Rewards for conformity.

e Emphasis on memorization, not on understanding.

e Ban on parents educating at home without state
approval.
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This doesn't resemble a school. It resembles a factory. Or
a prison.

And that's precisely its origin. The Prussian education
model, copied globally in the 19th century, had explicit
goals:

Create obedient soldiers
Create disciplined workers

Create nationalist citizens

A W N R

Suppress independent thought

Teachers were (and are) state employees. Curricula are
state-approved. Schools are state-inspected. The state
controls what goes into children's minds for 12-15 years.

And you think they'd teach children to question the state's
very legitimacy?

The Hidden Curriculum

More concerning than the explicit curriculum (math,
language, history) is the hidden curriculum— the lessons
that aren't in textbooks but are absorbed daily:

Authority is unquestionable: Teachers and principals wield
absolute power.

Obedience 1is virtue: Following rules matters more than
understanding why.

Conformity is safety: Being different is dangerous.

Independent thinking is problematic: "Rebellious students”
get punished.

Time is controlled by others: You don't decide what to
learn or when.

Hierarchy is natural: There will always be someone above
you.
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After 12 years internalizing these lessons, young adults
emerge perfectly prepared to... accept hierarchical
corporate jobs and obey laws without question.

Mission accomplished.

The Tragedy of Standardization

The system treats children 1like products on an assembly
line:

e All children of the same age learn the same content.
e At the same pace.
e In the same way.

e Assessed by the same criteria.

But children are radically different:
e Some learn quickly, others slowly.

e Some are visual 1learners, others auditory, others
kinesthetic.

e Some love math, others history, others art.

Decentralized Education: The Digital Revolution

But there’s hope. The internet shattered the education
monopoly.
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Today, anyone with an internet connection has access to:

e Free courses from elite universities (MIT, Harvard,
Stanford).

e Video tutorials on literally any skill.
e Forums where you can ask questions to global experts.
e Digital libraries with millions of books.

e Instant translation tools breaking down language
barriers.

e Personalized learning platforms that adapt content to
the student's pace.

And all of this without needing permission from the
Ministry of Education.

Blockchain technology is taking this even further:

Verifiable certifications: Your skills cryptographically
proven, without relying on state-issued diplomas.

Micro-payments for teachers: Anyone can teach and get paid
directly by students.

Personalized curricula: Algorithms suggest next steps based
on your unique goals.

Peer-to-peer education: Students teach each other, with
reputation recorded on blockchain.

Immutable content: Knowledge preserved forever, free from
censorship.

This isn't futuristic speculation. Such platforms already
exist.

Homeschooling and Unschooling

For families who can manage it, homeschooling is already a
reality:

The shaping of minds should not be controlled by
politicians.

Millions are imprisoned for “victimless crimes.” And this
is no accident-it’s deliberate policy.

The Twisted Logic of Prohibition

Let’s examine the “war on drugs” as the perfect example of
state insanity:

Step 1: The government bans a substance people want (Let’s
be clear here—we’re not debating whether drug X is good or
Y is bad. Some drugs are legal in certain countries and
illegal in others. The point isn’t to advocate for drugs,
which can also be medicinal, but to highlight the problem
the state creates).

Step 2: Demand persists, so a black market emerges.

Step 3: Without regulation, products become impure and
dangerous.

Step 4: Violence erupts as traffickers compete for
territory.

Step 5: The government uses the violence it itself created
to justify further prohibition and police militarization.

Result: Users arrested. Innocents killed in clashes.
Overcrowded prisons. Corrupt cops. Billions wasted. And
drugs more available than ever.

Who profits? Drug cartels, the prison-industrial complex,
politicians using "law and order" as their platform.

Who loses? Everyone else.

Regulatory Hypocrisy

While natural cannabis is banned, states profit from
lotteries and allow alcohol and tobacco—substances that
kill hundreds of thousands annually.

Why? Because governments control and tax alcohol and
tobacco. They can't control plants growing in backyards.

This isn't about public health. It never was. It's about
control and revenue.

The same pattern repeats across countless areas:

Occupational licenses: Need government permission to braid
hair? Arrange flowers? Walk dogs?

Food regulations: Selling uninspected homemade food is
prohibited. Producing artisanal cheese without a license is
forbidden.

Urban zoning: Running a business from home is prohibited.
Construction without a state-approved architect is
forbidden.

Seed control: Planting unapproved varieties is illegal.

Every prohibition is justified as 'protection.' But
protection from what? From competition. From innovation.
From freedom.

Victimless Crimes Fill Prisons.
U.S. data (similar pattern globally):

~50% of federal prisoners are incarcerated for drug
offenses.

Millions jailed for consensual prostitution.
Thousands imprisoned for playing online poker.

Hundreds of thousands for driving without a license or
proper bureaucratic paperwork.

Victims: Zero.

Cost: Billions spent on building and maintaining prisons.
Lives destroyed. Families torn apart.

And when prisons fill up, governments build more-because
prisons have become a profitable industry.

Private companies profit from every prisoner. Prison guard
unions lobby for harsher laws.

Politicians sell "law and order" in their campaigns.

Perverse incentives create an inhumane system.

Restorative Justice vs. Punitive Justice

The libertarian model proposes a complete revolution in
justice:

Current punitive system: Focuses on punishing the offender,
ignoring the victim.

Libertarian restorative system: Focuses on repairing harm
and restoring relationships. How it works:

For crimes with actual victims (theft, assault, fraud):

e Victim and offender meet (voluntarily) with a
mediator.

e Offender acknowledges harm caused.

e They negotiate reparations: financial restitution,
community service, formal apology.

e Goal: to restore the victim and reintegrate the
offender.

e Imprisonment only as a last resort for irredeemably
violent individuals.

For "victimless crimes" (drug use, prostitution, unlicensed
vending):

e Complete decriminalization.

e If someone feels harmed, they may sue for civil
damages.

e Communities may establish local rules, but compliance
is voluntary.

Evidence shows that restorative justice:
e Dramatically reduces recidivism.
e Satisfies victims far more than prisons.
e Costs a fraction of the punitive system.

e Restores social fabric rather than destroying it.

But states resist because prisons aren't about justice.
They're about control and profit.

Legalization: Proven Harm Reduction
Countries and states that decriminalized drugs saw:
e Reduced usage among youth.
¢ Fewer overdose deaths.
e Less drug-related violence.
e Fewer expenses on prisons and police.

e More resources for voluntary treatment.

Portugal decriminalized all drugs in 2001. The result?
Every indicator improved.

Prohibition doesn’t work. It never has. And destroying
lives to uphold it is immoral.

Deregulation: Freedom of Choice
In a libertarian society:

¢ You can consume whatever you want, assuming the
risks.

e You can sell products without licenses — buyers take
responsibility.

e Private certifiers compete for reputation, creating
voluntary standards.
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e Fraud (selling poison as food) remains a crime -
there is a victim.

e But personal choices are not criminalized.

"But what about people who make bad choices?" — they ask.

Answer: Freedom includes the freedom to make mistakes. And
responsible adults don’t need the government as a nanny.

Moreover, prohibition doesn’t prevent bad choices — it just
drives them underground where they become more dangerous.

The war against nature is a war against individual freedom.
And it’s already lost. Time to accept defeat and restore
reason.

CHAPTER 9 — SHACKLES WITH STATISTICS

&

"When prison becomes a business, misery turns into cash

The prison-industrial complex is one of modern
civilization’s greatest shames. And it operates on a simple
principle: the more prisoners, the more money.
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The Prison Business

In many countries, especially the U.S., prisons are private
enterprises. They:

e Have publicly traded stocks.
e Lobby for harsher laws.
e Profit from every day someone remains incarcerated.

e Hold contracts guaranteeing minimum occupancy.

Yes, you read that right: governments sign contracts
promising to keep prisons full.

What happens when crime rates drop? The state must imprison
more people to meet quotas.

How to achieve this? By criminalizing harmless behaviors.

The Life-Grinding Machine
e Once inside the system, escape is nearly impossible:
e A permanent criminal record.
e No chance of formal employment.

e Loss of civil rights (including voting rights in many
places).

e Mounting debts to the system.

e Lifelong social stigma.

Predictable outcome: Recidivism. Back to prison. More
profit for the system.

And who are the victims of this grinder? Disproportionately
the poor and minorities.

Because:
e They can't afford expensive lawyers.

e They live in areas with more aggressive policing.
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e Judges 1impose harsher sentences on those without
connections.

e The bail system incarcerates the poor even before
trial.

Two justice systems: one for the rich, another for the
poor.

Statistics as Justification
Governments love "data" showing that prisons "work":
“Crime dropped after we increased sentences!"

Correlation # causation. Crime also dropped in places that
reduced incarceration. Other factors (economy,
demographics, technology) are more relevant.

"Recidivism proves prisons are necessary!"

Circular logic. Prisons create recidivism by destroying
reintegration opportunities.

"Society needs punishment for deterrence!"

Evidence says otherwise: certainty of being caught deters.
Severity of punishment, not so much.

But manipulated statistics justify more budget for "public
safety.”

Alternatives That Work (And Are Ignored)

Restorative justice: Resolves conflicts without
imprisonment, with minimal recidivism rates.

Treatment programs: For addicts, voluntary treatment works
infinitely better than prison.
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Income-based fines: The rich pay more, the poor pay less.
No one goes to jail.

Community service: Offenders contribute to society instead
of rotting in a cell.

Electronic monitoring: When necessary, a cheap and humane
alternative. Why aren't these solutions adopted? Because
they don't generate profit.

The Libertarian Path

In a libertarian society:

1. Full decriminalization of victimless acts:
e« Drug use.
e Consensual prostitution.
e Informal commerce.

e "Bureaucratic crimes."

2. Restorative justice for actual crimes:
e Focus on victim restitution.
e Offender reintegration.

e Imprisonment only for irredeemably violent offenders.

3. End of profit from prisons:
¢ No private companies profiting from incarceration.

4. Security agencies competing for reputation:

Statistical shackles are built on 1lies and perverse
incentives.

Imagine: you're sick. But you can only see government-
approved doctors. Using government-approved treatments.
Buying government-approved medicines.
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What if there's a promising alternative treatment? Illegal.

What if you want to try something unconventional?
Forbidden.

Welcome to the state medical-pharmaceutical cartel.

The Health Monopoly
Governments don't produce health. But they control who can:

Medical 1licensing: Only graduates from approved
universities can practice medicine.

Pharmaceutical regulation: Only approved drugs (a decades-
long process costing billions) can be sold.

Ban on alternatives: Unconventional therapies are
persecuted.

Price controls: Governments set artificial prices, creating
shortages or waste.

Criminalization of imports: Patients can't buy cheaper
medicines abroad. Result:

Sky-high costs: Healthcare out of reach for millions.

Slow innovation: New treatments take decades to gain
approval.

Limited choices: A one-therapy-fits-all approach.

Patient deaths: While awaiting bureaucratic approvals.

The Great Approval Farce

Regulatory agencies (like the FDA in the US or ANVISA in
Brazil) supposedly "protect" consumers.

In practice:

1. They benefit big pharma: Approval costs ($1-2 billion
per drug) create entry barriers.

2. They create temporary monopolies: Patents guarantee
obscene profits.

3. They stifle innovation: Small companies can't compete.

Ivermectin, hydroxychloroquine during COVID-19? Doctors
persecuted for prescribing them.

Standard practice: If a treatment doesn’t enrich the
pharmaceutical industry or challenges bureaucratic
consensus, it’s banned.

Your Body Is Yours. Or Is It?
Fundamental libertarian principle: you own your own body.

e You decide which treatments to accept.

Fraud (lying about efficacy) is a crime.

Global market breaks local monopolies.

5. Streamlined innovation:
No decades-long waits for approvals.
Small businesses can innovate.

Patients assume informed risks.
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6. Mutual insurance and charity:
Communities form voluntary risk pools
Philanthropy covers extreme cases.

Without taxes, more remains to pay for healthcare.

Evidence from Free Markets
When regulation is minimal, healthcare improves:

Elective surgeries (LASIK, cosmetic): Prices drop, quality
rises, innovation explodes — because they're unregulated.

Telemedicine: Boomed when COVID forced deregulation.

Medical tourism: Millions travel to countries with less
bureaucracy and lower costs.

CHAPTER 11 — THE MYTH OF TRADING FOR
SECURITY

&

"‘Relinquish who you are and we’ll give you protection.’
But who guards the guardian? Order without freedom 1is
porcelain display: shiny outside, shattered within."

"Those who would give up essential Liberty to purchase a
Little temporary safety deserve neither Liberty nor
safety." — Benjamin Franklin
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The bargain is as old as civilization: ‘'Relinquish your
freedom and we will protect you.'

Sounds reasonable, doesn’t it? After all, we 1live in a
dangerous world. Criminals exist. Threats are real. So why
not outsource our protection to a powerful central
authority?

Because human history is a mountain of corpses built by
this reasoning.

The Big Lie
First, let’s look at the facts:

Governments don’t protect you. They monopolize the right to
protect you.

The difference 1is brutal. Voluntary protection means: 'I
pay for security services that work well, and if they
don’t, I hire others.' State monopoly means: 'I pay
compulsory taxes to a police force that may or may not show
up when needed-and if they don’t, tough luck for me, but I
keep paying anyway.'

Worse: when state police commit abuses, who protects you
from the protectors?

Numbers don’t lie:

e Police don’t prevent crimes. They react (when they
react).

¢ Average response time in major cities: 15-30 minutes.
e In peripheral areas: hours or days.

e Crime clearance rate: 10-20% in most countries.

e Deaths by police action: thousands annually.

So what exactly are you getting for 40-60% of your
confiscated income?
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Real Security vs. Security Theater

Real security means prevention, rapid response, and
accountability.

State security offers the opposite:

Prevention? Cameras on every corner don't stop crimes—they
just film them. Prohibitive 1laws create violent black
markets.

Rapid response? Call the police and time it. Meanwhile,
you're on your own.

Accountability? Police have qualified immunity. Suing the
state takes decades. You keep paying for poor service.

This isn't security. It's theater.

Working Alternatives

But what would security look like without the State?

1. Contracted Private Security:
e You choose the company based on reputation.
e If the service is poor, you cancel and hire another.
e Companies compete on quality, not monopoly.

e Guards are held accountable for abuses (or the
company loses clients).

e Evidence: Private security already outnumbers state
police in most developed countries.

e Why? Because it works better.

2. Community Security:
e Neighbors form voluntary surveillance networks.
e Shared camera and alarm systems.

e Immediate intervention because people are on-site.

3. Private Arbitration and Mediation:

e Cost: a fraction of litigation expenses.

In many countries, arbitration is legally recognized.
Businesses already use it extensively. Why not expand it to
all areas?

4. Restorative Justice:

For crimes with actual victims:

e Victim and offender meet with a mediator.
e Restores the victim (something prison never does).

e Reintegrates the offender (prison breeds worse
criminals).

Recidivism rate: 10-20% (restorative justice) vs. 70-80%.
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5. Decentralized Security Technologies:

e Blockchain for property records: Fraud-proof,
eliminates notaries.

e Smart contracts: Self-executing, eliminate defaults.

¢ Decentralized reputation systems: Fraudsters get
naturally excluded.

e Cryptocurrencies: Impossible for governments to
steal.

But What About Violent Criminals?

Legitimate question: "What if someone breaks into my house
to kill me?" Answers:

a) Self-defense is a natural right: You have both the moral
and practical right to defend your 1life. Weapons are
equalizers—an armed elderly woman can neutralize a young,
strong intruder.

b) Mutual protection insurance: Communities pool resources
to maintain rapid-response teams. Key difference: you
voluntarily pay for a service that actually works.

c) Specialized private agencies: High-tier security firms
for dangerous areas.

They compete on efficiency, not guaranteed tax funding.

d) Social ostracism: In voluntary communities, violent
criminals are expelled. Other communities refuse them.
Result: total isolation.

e) Extreme containment: For irredeemable psychopaths,
communities may fund containment. But these would be
exceedingly rare cases—not millions jailed for victimless
"crimes."

Who Protects the Poor?
"Only the rich could afford private security!"—they argue.

False:
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First: The poor no longer have adequate state security.
Police take too long or never show up. So what do they
lose?

Second: Without 60-70% taxes, the poor would have far more
income to spend on security.

Third: Community security is free or dirt cheap. All it
takes is organization.

Fourth: Charity and mutual aid have always existed.
Communities look after their own.

Fifth: Private security costs would plummet with large-
scale competition.

The Real Choice

It's not between a "protective State" and "violent chaos."
It's between:

State system:

Coercive monopoly.

Mandatory taxes.

Poor service with no alternatives.

No accountability.

Systemic abuses.

Voluntary system:
e Competition among providers.
¢ Voluntary payment.
e You choose quality.
e Market-accountable companies.

e Abuse leads to bankruptcy.

Which one would you choose if you could truly decide?
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The good news: soon, you’ll be able to. Decentralized
technologies render monopolies obsolete. Intentional
communities offer alternatives. The transition has already
begun.

You don’t have to trade freedom for security. You can have
both. But first, you must stop believing you need masters.

CHAPTER 12 — THE SILENT REVOLUTION

&

Violent revolutions fail. Always.

You overthrow one tyrant, another takes their place. Swap
the king for the party. The czar for the committee. The
emperor for the president.

Names change. The coercive structure remains.

But there’s another kind of revolution. Silent. Peaceful.
Unstoppable.

The Power of No

Government power doesn't come from weapons. It comes from
obedience.

Millions obey orders from a few thousand politicians and
bureaucrats. Why? Conditioning.

From childhood, we're taught:
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e Obeying authority is virtuous.
e Questioning is rebellion.
e Conformity means safety.

e Hierarchy is natural.

After 12-15 years of this, adults emerge perfectly
domesticated. Obedience becomes reflex.

But what if we simply stopped obeying? Not with violence.
With indifference. By building alternatives that make the
system irrelevant.

Agorism: The Economics of Liberty

The term derives from "agora" — the Greek marketplace where
people traded freely.

Agorism 1is the practice of all economic transactions
outside state control:

e Unlicensed commerce.

e Tax-free exchanges.

e Currencies without central banks.

e Contracts without notaries.

e Education without Ministries.

e Justice without state courts.

e Counter-economics — as it's also called.

e It's not a crime. It's freedom.

How to Practice Agorism Today
1. Use Cryptocurrencies:

Bitcoin, stablecoins, privacy coins.
Transactions without intermediaries.

Governments can't easily confiscate.
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Inflation impossible.

Result: You exit the state monetary system.

2. Peer-to-Peer Commerce:

Decentralized platforms connect buyer and seller directly.

No exorbitant middleman fees.

No regulatory bureaucracy.

Reputation via blockchain.

Examples: OpenBazaar, DEXs (decentralized exchanges),
service DAOs.

3. Global Informal/Freelance Work:

Offer skills online.
Get paid in cryptocurrencies.
No signed contract = no payroll taxes.

Global clients = no artificial borders.

4. Decentralized Education:

Free or low-cost online courses.

Blockchain certifications (verifiable
government-issued diplomas).

Homeschooling / Unschooling.

Peer-to-peer learning communities.

5. Alternative Healthcare Services:

Community mutual insurance.
International telemedicine.
Direct medication imports.

Unregulated treatments (at your own risk).

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6. Private Arbitration for Disputes:
e Include an arbitration clause in every contract.
e Choose respected arbitrators.

e Avoid slow and expensive state courts.

7. Living in Intentional Communities:
e Ecovillages, private condominiums, charter cities.
e Rules decided by the residents.
e Services funded voluntarily.

e Practical secession from the State.

The Mathematics of Disobedience

The more people practice agorism, the weaker the State
becomes:

10% of the population: The state ignores them, labels them
as criminals.

30% of the population: The state tries to suppress them,
but fails because the movement is too large.

50% of the population: The state system collapses due to
lack of funding and legitimacy.

Tipping point: Estimates suggest that 20-25% participation
makes reversal impossible.

We're getting there:
¢ Billions in cryptocurrencies.
e Millions educating their children at home.

¢ Explosive growth in remote work outside formal
structures.

¢ DAOs managing billions without governments.

e Strategic Civil Disobedience.

Not every law deserves obedience:
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Just laws (protect rights): Obey them.

Unjust laws (violate the non-aggression principle): Disobey
when possible.

Examples of unjust laws:
e Victimless drug prohibitions.
e Occupational licensing for harmless professions.
e Taxes on volunteer work.
e Restrictions on alternative currencies.
e Mandatory state education.

e Zoning laws that prohibit home-based businesses.

How to disobey safely:

a) Use technology: Encryption, VPNs, and cryptocurrencies
make tracking harder.

b) Be discreet: Don’t provoke unnecessarily.
c) Build networks: Agorist communities protect each other.

d) Document abuses: If persecuted, expose the injustice
publicly.

e) Migrate if necessary: To freer jurisdictions or private
communities.

The Three-Pillar Strategy
1. Build alternatives:

e Create parallel systems that work better than state-
run ones.

e Show that freedom isn’t chaos.

2. Undermine the State's legitimacy:
e Expose violence, corruption, inefficiency.

e Show that 'democratic legitimacy' is a sham.
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3. Practice disobedience:
e Stop funding and complying.

¢ Render the system irrelevant through lack of
participation.

Why It Works

Unlike violent revolutions:

No weapons needed (technology replaces them).
No majority required (20-25% is enough).

It doesn't create martyrs (governments can't arrest
everyone).

It doesn't provoke backlash (it doesn't scare moderates).
It's irreversible (decentralization can't be undone).

And most importantly: You don't need to defeat the State.
You just need to render it obsolete.

When free alternatives are superior in quality and cost,
people migrate naturally. Not out of ideology. Out of
pragmatism.

And when this happens en masse, the coercive system starves
to death. Without battles. Without bloodshed. With
indifference.

This is the silent revolution. And it has already begun.

Will you just watch? Or will you take part?
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CHAPTER 13 — THE MARKET OF THE INVISIBLES

"They call clandestine what is merely voluntary. It happens
on sidewalks, in backyards, in glances. Agorism doesn't ask
for permission: it harvests consent.”

Counter-economy — the market of the invisible.

It happens on sidewalks, backyards, computer screens.
Street vendors. Global freelancers. Bitcoin miners. Private
tutors.

Billions of daily transactions flying under the state's
radar.

And they're not criminals. They're entrepreneurs resisting
absurd regulations.

The Shadow Economy

Economists estimate the informal economy represents 30-50%
of GDP in developing countries, 10-20% in developed ones.

Brazil? ~40% of the economy.

That means 40 trillion reals circulating annually without
taxes, without licenses, without bureaucracy.

And it works. Better than the formal economy:
Street vendor: Cheaper products, better service.
Private tutor: Personalized teaching, superior results.

Freelancer: Efficiency, flexibility.
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Informal mechanic: Half the price, same service.

Why? No regulatory costs. No taxes. Pure competition.

But taxes are theft. Licenses are artificial barriers.

e Code Is Law (For Real)

e Difference between state law and code:

State law:
e Subjective interpretation.
e Selective enforcement.
e Potential for corruption.

e Exceptions for the connected.

Code:
e Executes exactly as programmed.
¢ No interpretation.
e No exceptions.
e Transparent.

e Immutable.
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Example: Smart loan contract:
Law states: "Debtor must pay creditor within X days"

Reality: Debtor doesn’t pay. Legal process takes years.
Creditor loses.

Code states: "IF payment not received within X days"
THEN collateral automatically transferred to creditor"”

Reality: Executes precisely. No exceptions.

Math Wins

Governments will try to ban it. They always do.

China banned Bitcoin. Bitcoin keeps running.

India banned cryptocurrencies. The market exploded.

The IMF wants global regulation. Decentralization laughs.
Why?

Because you can't ban math. You can't jail code. You can't
bomb blockchain.

Libertarians dreamed of this decades ago. Today, it’s
happening.

The Concept

Private city / Charter city: Territory with autonomous
governance, its own rules, and independent administration.

Not a new country (full secession is still difficult). But
practical semi-independence.

CHAPTER 16 — THE ETHICAL COMPASS

i

"Do not aggress. Do not steal. Keep your word. Morality 1is
simple when it doesn’t require a thousand pages of
exceptions. What is right doesn’t need votes."

"Do not do unto others what you would not have them do unto
you." — The Golden Rule, foundation of all morality.
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Libertarian ethics is simple. So simple it fits in one
sentence:

"Do not initiate aggression against people or their
property." — The Non-Aggression Principle (NAP).

That’s it. All the ethics you’ll ever need.

Why Simplicity Matters
State systems have millions of laws:
e Federal laws.
e State laws.
e Municipal laws.
e Agency regulations.
e« Case law.
e Executive orders.

e Decrees.

Result: No one can know them all. Everyone is a criminal by
ignorance.

The libertarian system has one fundamental rule:
Do not aggress. Everything else is derivative.
A 5-year-old understands it. A 95-year-old applies it.

No exceptions. No subjective interpretations. No lawyers
needed.

The Three Ethical Pillars
1. Self-Ownership:

¢ You own yourself:

e Your body.

e Your time.
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e Your labor.

e« Consequences of your actions.

No one — not a majority, not a government, not a god-king —
has any rightful claim over you without your consent.

Implications:
e Slavery is always wrong (violates self-ownership).
e Taxes on labor are partial slavery.
e« Banning substances violates self-ownership.

e Mandatory military service is slavery.

2. Non-Aggression Principle (NAP):

Definition: It is immoral to initiate force, threat, or
fraud against people or property.

Violence is only justified in self-defense.

What counts as aggression:
° Theft (takes property).
° Physical assault (violates the body).
° Fraud (deceives for gain).
° Credible threat (coercion).

° Environmental harm (pollutes others' property).

What does NOT count as aggression:
° )( Offensive language.
° )( Business competition.
° )( Refusal to assist.

° )( Discrimination on private property.
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3. Legitimate Property:

You own something if:
e You created it (worked to produce it).
¢ Voluntarily exchanged with the previous owner.
e Received as a gift.

e (Claimed unused resources (homesteading).

Is NOT the owner if:
e Stole it.
e Committed fraud.

e The state decreed it belongs to them.

Applying the NAP

Scenario 1: Taxes.

Violation? Yes.
e Forced confiscation of property (labor).
e Threat (imprisonment if unpaid).
e No genuine consent.

e Moral defense for non-payment: Valid.

Scenario 2: Drugs

Violation? No.
e You consume whatever you choose in your own body.
e It harms no one.
e The prohibition itself is the aggression.

e Moral defense for consumption: Valid.

Scenario 3: Abortion:
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Libertarian pro-choice stance: A woman has absolute
bodily autonomy. The fetus has no rights that violate
her bodily sovereignty.

Libertarian pro-life stance: The fetus is a person
with self-ownership from conception. Abortion is
lethal aggression.

Consensus: None. But both agree the State shouldn't
decide. Leave it to communities or individuals.

Scenario 4: Defense of others

Violation? No, if proportional.
Witnessing someone being assaulted
Intervening to stop the assault
Proportional to the threat

Moral defense: Valid

Scenario 5: Voluntary contracts

Violation? Never, if truly voluntary.
Two parties agree.

Perceived mutual benefit.

No coercion.

Both will fulfill or compensate for breach.

Includes:

Work for wages.
Product sales.
Loans.
Societies.

Marriage/union.
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Scenario 6: Migration

Violation? It depends

Entering private property without permission: Aggression.
Entering unused/public land: Not aggression.

Preventing someone from crossing an imaginary 1line
(border): Aggression.

Libertarian consensus: Open borders in principle, but
private landowners decide who enters their property.

Ethics Doesn't Need a State
"But without a state, who enforces morality?"
Answer: No one. And that’s precisely the point.
Morality isn’t imposed. It’s taught, practiced, and chosen.
Natural mechanisms of ethics:
Reputation:
e Act badly » no one does business with you.
e Act well » prosper.

e Blockchain permanently records history.

Ostracism:
e Communities expel abusive members.
e Other communities won’t accept thenm.

e Social isolation is an effective punishment.

Arbitration:
e Conflicts resolved by respected mediators.
e Decision based on NAP.

e Breaking a commitment destroys reputation.

Self-defense:
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e Victims may defend themselves.
e The community can assist.

e Proportional to the threat.

Restitution:
e The offender must compensate the victim.
e No abstract imprisonment.

e Focus on repairing actual harm.

All without police, prisons, taxes, or bureaucracy.

The Compass vs. The Code

State system: A 100,000-page code. No one understands it.
Selective enforcement. Corruption.

Libertarian system: One rule. Everyone understands it.
Clear enforcement. Corruption impossible (no central
authority).

Which one would you trust to guide society?

Children understand that hitting is wrong. Stealing is
wrong. Lying to deceive is wrong.

You don't need a law degree to live ethically.

All it takes is empathy and consistency:
e I don’t like being stolen from - I don’t steal.
e I don’t like being assaulted - I don’t assault.

¢ I don’t like being deceived - I don’t deceive.

The golden rule applied consistently.

Common Objections

"What if there's no ethical consensus?"
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Answer: There doesn’t need to be. Each community can have
its own ethics. You choose where to live. Don’t 1like it?
Move.

"What if someone violates the NAP?"

Answer: The victim has the right to proportional self-
defense. The community can assist. The offender must make
amends. If persistent: ostracism.

"And horrible crimes (rape, murder)?"

Answer: Victims/families have a right to maximum
restorative justice. This includes restraining the offender
if irredeemable. But the focus is on compensating the
victim, not abstract vengeance.

"Isn't this utopian?"

Answer: No. It's practical. Small societies have operated
this way for millennia. Technology now allows scaling. It's
already happening in intentional communities.

Living by the NAP Today
Even under states:
1. Interact voluntarily whenever possible.

2. Refuse to participate in aggression (even if
legal).

3. Don't vote for politicians who promise to violate
the NAP.

4. Educate others about libertarian ethics.

5. Build consent-based alternatives.

The ethical compass 1is simple: If it involves initiated
aggression -» Wrong.

If it's voluntary and peaceful - Right.

100



You don’t need a 100,000-page law. You need 7 words:
"Do not initiate aggression against people or property."”
Following this would solve 99% of the world's problems.

And the remaining 1%? The result of people ignoring this
rule.

The compass points to freedom. Follow it.

What Is Real Education

Education: Developing the ability to think, create, and
solve problems.

Indoctrination: Memorizing approved answers, obeying
authority, conforming.

Guess which one the state school system offers?

Technology Has Democratized Knowledge

For 99% of human history, knowledge was scarce:
101



¢ Expensive books
e Rare teachers

e Universities for the elite

Then came the internet:
e All human knowledge freely accessible.
e Wikipedia.
e  YouTube with millions of tutorials.
e Coursera, edX, Khan Academy.
e MIT OpenCourseWare (entire curriculum for free).
e Scientific papers.

e Digitized books.

A child with a smartphone has more access to knowledge than
kings did 200 years ago.

So why do we still enforce mandatory in-person schooling?
Control. Not education.

Alternative Models That Work
1. Homeschooling:
e Parents choose the curriculum.
e Pace tailored to the child.
e Focus on genuine interests.

e Socialization through community, sports, arts.

Results:
e Academic performance surpassing public schools.
e Equal or better social skills.
e Much lower costs.

e Closer-knit families.
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Criticism: "Only the wealthy can do it."

Reality: One parent needs to stay home. But parent
cooperatives solve this (taking turns). And homeschooling
is far cheaper than private schools.

2. Unschooling:
Concept: Child directs their own learning.
How it works:

e Child explores what interests them.

e Adults facilitate, don’t dictate.

e Learning through real-world projects.

e No forced curriculum.

Evidence: It works. Children 1learn naturally when
motivated.

3. Democratic Schools:

Examples: Sudbury Valley School (USA), democratic schools
in Brazil.

How it works:
e Students vote on rules
e Choose what to study
e Teachers act as facilitators
e Mixed-age (peer-to-peer learning)

e Results: Students become self-directed 1learners,
entrepreneurs, and independent thinkers.

4. Online Education / Decentralized Platforms:
Examples: Coursera, Udemy, Skillshare, YouTube.

Advantages:
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e Learn anything.

e At your own pace.

e From anywhere.

e Often free or inexpensive.

e World-class instructors.

Blockchain Certifications:
e Verifiable credentials without universities.

"The free market 1is the greatest engine of prosperity ever

invented." — But it only works when it’s truly free.
Economic tolls - artificial barriers that exploit
producers:

e Licenses.

e Fees.

e Regulations.
e Taxes.

e Bureaucracy.
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e Import restrictions.

Result: Artificial poverty.

Solution: Eliminate all tolls.

What Is a True Free Market
IT IS NOT:

)( Corporatism (big businesses using the State to
crush competition).

)( Crony capitalism (the king's friends get
privileges).

)( Regulatory monopolies.

IT IS:

Voluntary exchanges between people.

No coercion.

Private property is respected.
Open competition.

No artificial barriers.

It's that simple.

Why Free Markets Work
Aligned incentives:
e Entrepreneur: Wants profit -» must satisfy customers.

e Customer: Wants the best value - chooses the best
products.

109



e Worker: Wants higher wages - develops valuable
skills.

Without government interference, interests align naturally:
¢ Wealthy entrepreneur » because they created value.
e Happy customer - because they got what they wanted.

¢ Well-paid worker - because they created value.

Win-win-win.
With the State meddling:

e Wealthy businessman -» because they bought
politicians.

¢ Unhappy customer - stuck with expensive/poor products
(no competition).

¢ Underpaid worker - because taxes eat up 60% of their
income.

e Lose-lose... win (for politicians).

Prosperity-Killing Barriers

1. Occupational Licenses:

Absurd examples:
¢ Braiding hair: 1,500 hours of training.
e Arranging flowers: State license required.
e Doing nails: School + exam + fee.

e Selling lemonade: Business license.

Effect:
e Barriers for the poor (who can't afford courses).

e Protection for incumbents (who don't want
competition).

e Costs rise (license fees get passed on).
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e Supply falls (fewer people can offer the service).

Solution: Abolish all licenses for peaceful occupations.
Let reputation and voluntary certification handle
regulation.

2. Production Taxes:
e 1Income tax: You work, the State steals.
e Sales taxes: You sell, the State steals.
e Profit taxes: You prosper, the State steals.

e Import taxes: You buy, the State steals.

Effect:
e Discourages production (less work, less theft).
e Impoverishes everyone (less wealth created).

e Funds government waste.

Solution: Eliminate production taxes. Voluntary funding or
usage fees.

3. Infinite Regulations:
Examples:

e Labor regulations: Impossible to fire (so they don't
hire).

e Environmental regulations: Years-long process (so
they give up).

e Health regulations: Prohibitive costs (leading to
informal markets).

e Zoning: No commercial activity allowed in homes.

Effect:
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e Startups can't get off the ground.
e Innovation is stifled.
e Compliance costs are skyrocketing.

e Big corporations 1love it (they crush small
competitors).

Solution: Free to produce, provided no harm 1is done.
Damages are dealt with after the fact, not bureaucratically
prevented upfront.

4. Customs Barriers:
e Tariffs: Protect inefficient producers.
e Quotas: Create artificial scarcity.

e Bureaucracy: Drives up costs.

Effect:
e Consumers pay more.
e Local producers grow complacent (no competition).

e Global trade at a standstill.

Solution: Complete free trade. Zero tariffs, zero quotas.

A World Without Tolls
How it would look:
Starting a business:

e Today: 6-12 months, US$ 2-10k in fees/lawyers, dozens
of permits.

e Free: Instant, free, start selling immediately.

Hiring:
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Today: Doubles costs (overhead), endless bureaucracy,
lawsuit risks.

Free: Agree on salary, hire, done.

Import:

Sell:

Today: Months of waiting, fees, Kafkaesque
bureaucracy.

Free: Buy online, delivered in days.

Today: 40-60% of the price is built-in taxes.

Free: Real price, no rip-off.

Expected outcome:

Jobs: 2-3x more (no barriers).

Wages: 2x higher (without taxes).
Prices: 50% lower (no fees/regulations).
Innovation: Explosive (no bottlenecks).

Poverty: Virtually eliminated.

Historical evidence:

Hong Kong (before Chinese takeover): Near-zero
regulation, massive prosperity.

Singapore: Extremely high economic freedom, zero
poverty.

Ireland (1990s-2000s): Slashed taxes/regulations,
"Celtic Tiger."

Special economic zones (Shenzhen, Dubai): Free the
economy, grow 10x faster.

Regulation Works

"But without regulations, companies would do anything!"

False:

Reputation is everything in a free market:

Fraud: Customers don’t return, negative reviews,
business collapses.

Poor product: Customers switch suppliers.
Exploitation: Workers leave for other companies.

Pollution: Neighbors sue for actual damages.

Voluntary certification works better:

UL (Underwriters Laboratories): Certifies electrical
safety. Private. Trusted for 100 years.

Michelin Stars: Certifies restaurants. Private. More
respected than government inspections.

ISO: Quality certifications. Voluntary. Widely
adopted.

Amazon reviews: Perfect self-regulation. 1 star = no
sales.

Why it works better:

Competition: Poor certifiers lose clients.
Accountability: Bad certifications ruin reputations.
Agility: No reliance on bureaucracy.

Transparency: Consumers can see.

regulation:

Regulatory capture: Regulators co-opted by the
regulated.

Slow bureaucracy: Takes years to change.

No accountability: Mistakes made, jobs kept.
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Protectionism: Shields incumbents.

So why do they exist?

Not to protect the consumer. To protect those who bankroll
political campaigns.

Poverty Is Artificial

There's no material scarcity in the world:

Technology creates abundance.
The Earth has resources for billions.

Humans are creative and productive.

So why does poverty exist?

Artificial barriers:

Licenses: The poor can't start businesses.
Taxes: They take 60-70% of your income.
Regulations: Innovation becomes impossible.
Inflation: Destroys savings.

Bans: Create unemployment.

Bureaucracy: Grinds everything to a halt.

Remove this:

The poor start businesses.
Keeps their full income.
Innovates freely.

Savings without inflation.
Works in any field.

No bureaucracy.
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Result: Prosperity.

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CHAPTER 19 — THE RIGHT TO LEAVE

&

"If union is love, why is undoing it forbidden’? Self-
determination is the final vote. A neighborhood, a city, a
person. Those who fear goodbyes have never known consent."

"If love 1is voluntary, why 1is the state mandatory?" — A
question no one can answer.

Secession — the right to leave.

Unhappy marriage? Get a divorce. Bad job? Quit. Boring
club? Cancel your membership.

Oppressive country? "Traitor! Crime! Illegall!"”

Why? Because governments are abusers. And abusers never let
their victims leave.

Self-Determination Is a Natural Right

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UN) recognizes
the right to self-determination of peoples.

Constitutions recognize human dignity as their foundation.

Pure logic: If individuals have self-ownership, groups of
individuals do too.

So why does the Constitution say the wunion 1is
"indissoluble"? Because it was written by those who don’t
want to lose power.

But non-consent voids any contract. And no one signed the
Constitution.
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History Is Made of Secessions
Examples:

United States: Secession from England.
Brazil: Secession from Portugal.
Uruguay: Secession from Brazil (1828).

All African countries: Secession from European empires
(1950-1990).

East Timor: Secession from Indonesia (2002).
Kosovo: Secession from Serbia (2008).

South Sudan: Secession from Sudan (2011).
Pattern: Secession is how countries are born.

Yet governments celebrate past secessions (national
holidays!) while criminalizing future ones.

Pure hypocrisy.

Current Movements
Catalonia (Spain):
e Referendum: 90% voted for independence.
e Spain: Arrested leaders, called it a coup.

e Result: Permanent tension.

Scotland (United Kingdom):
e 2014 referendum: 45% for independence.
e Brexit changed the game.

e New referendum possible.

Quebec (Canada):
e 2 referendums (1980, 1995).
e Nearly won in 1995 (49.4% yes).

e Movement still active.
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Southern Brazil:
e The 'South Is My Country' movement.
e (Cites cultural/economic differences.
e Informal plebiscite (no legal standing).

e Constitution prohibits it.

Kurdistan (Iraq/Turkey/Syria/Iran):
e Kurdish people spread across 4 countries.
e Seeks independent state.

e Violently suppressed.

Standard: Governments crack down violently.
Even when the majority wants secession.

Selective democracy: "The will of the people" only counts
when convenient.

Peaceful Secession Is Possible: Czechoslovakia (1993):
e "Velvet divorce"

e Peaceful separation into the Czech Republic and
Slovakia.

e Civilized negotiation.

e Both countries thrived.

Montenegro (2006):
e Organized referendum.
e 55% voted for independence from Serbia.
e Serbia accepted.

e Peaceful transition.
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Singapore (1965):
e (Forced) secession from Malaysia.

e Became an economic tiger.

Proof: Peaceful secession works when there's mutual
respect. But most governments don't respect it.

Right to Depart in a Libertarian Society
Principle:
Every individual and every group may separate at any time.
Levels:
Individual:

e Don't like the community? Leave.

¢ Take your property with you.

e Join another or create a new one.

Family:

e Family disagrees? Move collectively.

Neighborhood:

¢ Whole neighborhood objects? Form a new micro-
jurisdiction.

City:
e City disagrees with the region? Split.

Region:

e Region disagrees with the country? Independence.

No war. No violence. No drama.
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How to resolve practical issues:

Debts: Proportional to population/territory.
Property: Whoever created/bought it keeps it.
Shared infrastructure: Negotiate usage or purchase.
Treaties: Renegotiation.

Everything is solvable with good faith. And if there isn't
any? That's why you should be free to leave.

"But It Creates Instability!" Response:
The opposite is true:
Forced unity = hatred, tension, violence.

Allowing secession = peace, voluntary cooperation.

Examples:

Yugoslavia: Banned secession - brutal war, hundreds of
thousands dead

Czechoslovakia: Allowed secession - peaceful transition.

USSR: Violently disintegrated because it suppressed
secession for decades.

Catalonia: Spain suppresses - rising tension.

Scotland: UK allowed referendum - civil relations (even
after "no").

Lesson: Suppressing secession causes instability. Allowing
it fosters harmony.

Competition Among Jurisdictions
When secession is free:

Jurisdictions compete for citizens:
Better services.

Lower taxes.
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More freedom.
Higher quality of life.
Bad? People leave. Good? People stay.

"Voting with your feet" is more effective than ballot-box
voting.

Result:
e Governance improves or dies.
e Institutional innovation explodes.
e Diversity of models.

e Freedom maximized.

Micro-secessions Today
Even without changing laws:
"Exit strategy":
e Leave formal jobs (global freelance).
e Leave state currencies (crypto).
e Exit state education (homeschool/online).
e Exit state justice (arbitration).

e Exit state security (private/community-based).

Each "exit" is micro-secession.

When millions do this:

The state 1loses relevance. Without violence. Just
indifference.

Private Cities as Practical Secession

Charter cities:
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Secession within the country (for now):
e Administrative autonomy.
e Their own rules.

¢ Voluntary governance.

Prospera is a working example.

Future: Hundreds of private cities. Each with different
governance. People choose where to live.

Practical outcome: Secession without war.

Pro-Secession Manifesto

We declare:
1. Every group has the right to self-determination.
2. Forced union is collective slavery.
3. Peaceful secession is a natural right.

4. Governments that suppress secession are
tyrannical.

5. We support all peaceful secessionist movements.
6. From the individual to the continent.

7. Freedom is the power to leave.

Signed: All who love freedom.

If a government won't let you leave, you're not free.
If you're not free, you're a slave.

And slavery is unacceptable.

Free yourself. Leave. Build. Thrive.

You just need to
convince 1 in every 30 people.
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And then change becomes irreversible.

In countries like Brazil, 3.5% equals roughly 7.5 million
people. How many libertarians already exist? How many
sympathize without realizing it? We're closer than you
think.

Protect your freedom — Effective action requires
being free.

e 5. Cooperate decentralizedly - Millions acting
independently > centralized organization.

CHAPTER 21 — NULLIFY THE UNJUST

i

“"Crooked laws don't straighten righteous acts. Juries can
acquit conscience. Communities can say 'no.' Legitimacy
doesn't come from the uniform—it comes from consent.”
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"When 1injustice becomes Llaw, resistance becomes duty." -—
Thomas Jefferson

Nullification — an ancient concept, modern application.

Principle: Unjust laws lack moral force. Therefore, they
can and should be disobeyed.

Jury: The Final Word
Sovereign Jury — a forgotten power:

In the jury system, jurors may acquit a defendant even when
the law was technically violated, if they deem the law

unjust.

This is called “jury nullification”.

Historical example:

In the U.S., Northern juries acquitted people who aided
fugitive slaves, even though it was technically a crime.

They accelerated abolition.

How it works:
1. You're a juror.

2. Defendant is accused of violating an unjust law
(e.g., drug possession).

3. Evidence shows they technically violated it.

4. But you vote "not guilty" because the law is
immoral.

5. Defendant is acquitted.

Multiplier effect:
¢ Prosecutors stop charging for unpopular crimes.

e Police stop making arrests.
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e The law becomes a "dead letter."

For example:

Juries exist for intentional crimes against life. 3Jurors
can acquit even with evidence.

Use this power. If you're a juror and the case involves a
"victimless crime," vote for acquittal.

Strategic Civil Disobedience

Definition: To publicly and peacefully violate an unjust
law, accepting the consequences to expose injustice.

Historical examples:

Gandhi (India): Salt March - violated the British salt
monopoly. Walked 400km, produced salt illegally. Millions
followed. Led to independence.

Martin Luther King 3Jr. (USA): Sat in buses reserved for
whites. Violated segregation laws.

Arrested repeatedly. Changed national consciousness.

Rosa Parks (USA): Refused to give up her seat on the bus.
An act of disobedience that sparked a movement.

Velvet Revolution (Czechoslovakia, 1989): Students defied
the communist regime. Peaceful protests. The regime fell
without a shot fired.

People Power Revolution (Philippines, 1986): Millions took
to the streets peacefully. President Marcos fled within 4
days.

Pattern: Consistent peaceful disobedience overcomes state
violence.

When to Disobey

Just law (protects rights, punishes aggression):
Obey.
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Unjust law (violates UDHR, criminalizes peaceful acts):

)( Disobey when possible.

Examples of unjust laws:
e Victimless drug prohibition.
¢ Unnecessary occupational licenses.
e Taxes on labor.
e Restrictions on alternative currencies.
e Zoning laws that prohibit home-based businesses.
e Mandatory state education.

e Import bans.

How to Disobey Safely
Strategy 1: Silent Disobedience:
e Don't advertise it.
e Just do it.
e Use technology to conceal.
e Example: Cryptocurrency trading

Advantage: Low risk, high scale.

Strategy 2: Public Disobedience:
¢ Announce what you'll do and why.
e Openly violate the law.
e Accept the consequences.
e Expose injustice.

Advantage: Shifts public consciousness, creates positive
martyrs.
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When to use: When the law is so unjust that exposure is
worth the risk.

Strategy 3: Private Arbitration:
e Include an arbitration clause in contracts.
e Resolve conflicts outside the state system.
e Establish private precedents.

Advantage: Legal, fast, effective.

Strategy 4: Migration:
e Leave oppressive jurisdictions.
e Move to a freer city/state/country.
e "Vote with your feet."

Advantage: No risk, immediate benefit.

Collective Nullification
When entire communities reject a law:
"Sanctuary cities" (applicable concept):

e Municipality refuses to cooperate with enforcement of
unjust federal law.

e Local police do not arrest for victimless federal
crimes.

e State loses its local enforcement arm.

Example: U.S. cities that decriminalized marijuana despite
federal law. Forced national change.

In Brazil: Municipalities can (in theory) refuse to enforce
federal laws they deem unconstitutional. Use this.

Technology as Nullification

Encryption thwarts surveillance:
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e VPNs hide your location.

¢ Cryptocurrencies conceal transactions.

e Message encryption prevents spying.
Result: Laws become unenforceable.

Example: China bans Bitcoin. Citizens use VPNs and keep
trading. Law nullified in practice.

Individual Action Today

What you can do:

1. As a juror: Acquit victimless crimes.

2. As a citizen: Disobey minor laws when safe.
e Informal commerce.

The Mathematics of Nullification

The more people disobey, the 1less enforceable the law
becomes:

e 1% disobey: The state ignores or easily suppresses.
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e 10% disobey: The state attempts suppression, draining
resources.

e 25% disobey: Suppression sparks a political crisis.
e 50% disobey: The law is dead.
Goal: Reach 25% quickly.

How: Education + leading by example + technology.

Legal Protection

Defense argument (if prosecuted):

1. Necessity: I broke the law to prevent greater harm.
2. Conscience: My religion/ethics prohibit compliance.
3. Nullification: Present the concept to the jury.

4. Unconstitutionality: Law violates higher principles.
Libertarian lawyers may assist.

Limits of Nullification

Does not apply to actual crimes:

e Theft.
e Assault.
e Fraud.

These have victims. The law is just. Obey.

Nullification is for laws that create victimless crimes.

Long-Term

When millions consistently nullify:
1. The state stops enforcing the law.
2. The law is formally repealed.
3. The paradigm shifts.
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U.S. alcohol prohibition: First nullified in practice (no
one stopped drinking), then formally repealed.

Racial segregation: Nullified by mass civil disobedience,
then repealed.

Equal marriage: Many married before it was legal,
accelerating change.

An unjust law cannot withstand persistent disobedience.
Nullify it. Consistently. Peacefully. En masse.
And injustice will fall.

Cost: Lower than current taxes for public security.
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Quality: Superior (poor-performing companies go out of
business).

Private Restorative Justice Arbitration:
e Legal in Brazil since 2001.
e Binding as a court ruling.
e Faster (months vs. years).
e Cheaper.

e More satisfying for both parties.

How to use:
1. Include an arbitration clause in every contract.
2. Choose a respected arbitration chamber.

3. When conflict arises - arbitration, not state
court.

Community mediation:
e For minor conflicts.
¢ Neighbors, family, community.
e Focus on restoring the relationship.

¢ No lawyers, no costs.

Restorative justice:
e For crimes with victims.
e Offender compensates victim.
¢ Reintegration instead of prison.

Disobedience is power.

Not the power to destroy. The power to build by denying

permission to tyrants.

1. I Will Not Collaborate:
¢ Gandhi: I will not work for the British.
e Boycott: I won't buy from exploiters.

e Strike: I won't produce under unjust conditions.

Impact: The system relies on collaboration. Without it, it

stalls.

2. I Will Not Obey:
e Rosa Parks: I won't give up my seat.

e Crypto-anarchists: I won't stop using encryption.

e Homeschoolers: I won't send my kids to state schools.

Impact: Laws without obedience are dead letters.



3. I Will Not Pay:
e Thoreau: I don't pay taxes for war.

e Tax resistance: I won't fund immorality.

e Crypto: I don't use controllable currencies.

Impact: Without money, the State dies.

4. I Will Not Accept:
e "I do not accept" is a powerful phrase:
e I do not accept being governed.

The No Collective
3.5% rule:
Research by Erica Chenoweth (Harvard):

When 3.5% of the population engages in consistent
nonviolent resistance, change is INEVITABLE.

Historical data: From 1900-2006, studied 323 movements. No
nonviolent movement with 3.5% participation failed.

Example: Brazil: 3.5% = 7.5 million people.
Goal: Recruit 7.5 million active libertarians.
Strategy:

e Each libertarian recruits 16.

e Each of those recruits 10.

e 3 recruitment generations = 7.5 million.

The Power of Boycotts
